·  Roofing brackets (please put your name on them) 
·  Utility knife 
·  12” speed square 

We may not use all nailers/hoses/compressors that show up, but we’d like to have the 
option.

89 
interchange 18 on Route 7.  Turn right (west) onto 
Ballard Road.
