Next week, October 5th to 10th, will be 
primarily dedicated to roof completion but 
several other tasks will be completed 
concurrently. 
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Safety (nothing new here, but still important!) 
·  Safety glasses are a must in the vicinity of power saws and nailing operations. 
·  There is no place for kids to run loose on the property; kids must be kept within 

arms reach of parents and well away from the building.  There is a place for teens 
to help if they are motivated.

·  Safety glasses 
Bring usual tools. The following items will be quite helpful this Saturday and next week: 

·  Roofing nailers

·  Utility knife 
·  12” speed square 

We may not use all nailers/hoses/compressors that show up, but we’d like to have the 
option.

RGC is ½ mile south of the Georgia Rt. 89 
interchange 18 on Route 7.  Turn right (west) onto 
Ballard Road.  The entrance is 3/10 mile down 
Ballard Road on the right between the posts 
wrapped in yellow tape.
